5 Classes of the Phylum Chordata:

1. Mammals
2. Reptiles
3. Fish
4. Birds
5. Amphibians 
Fish:

· Habitat: aquatic environment
· Respiration: Gills
· Circulation: 2 chambered heart
· Reproduction: sexual
· Nervous System: lateral line that can detect movement 
Amphibians:

· Habitat: land and water
· Respiration: lungs in adults, gills in tadpoles, but mostly through moist skin
· Reproduction: external reproduction 
· Circulation: 3 chambered heart
· Regulation: ectotherms, variable body temperature, gets heat outside
· Metamorphosis: eggs, tadpoles, adult
Reptiles:

· Habitat: Land mostly
· Respiration: Lungs
· Circulation: 3 chamber heart
· Regulation: ectotherms
· Reproduction: Internal fertilization 
Birds:

· Respiration: lungs, air sacs, extra oxygen for flight
· Regulation: endothermic, internal
· Reproduction: internal fertilization and lay eggs
· Adaptations: hollow bones for flight, lightweight 
· Circulation: 4 chamber
Mammals:

· Special characteristics needed: Hair, mammary, diaphragm, specialized teeth, can learn
· Regulation: endotherms
· Circulation: 4 chambered heart
· Respiration: diaphragm
· Hair importance: insulation, waterproof, body heat
1. Placental mammals: carries babies in uterus, placenta provides food, removes waste 95%
2. Marsupials: after baby is certain size, carried in a puch, most found in Australia 
3. Monotremes: laying eggs, only in Australia, Tasmania, New Guinea, 3 species of monotremes, ant eater, long beaked echidna
