	2 types of Plants
	1. Nonvascular:
· smaller plants

· No tube system to transport materials therefore they depend upon transporting for water and nutrients.

· Must live close to water
· No stem, roots, or leaves.
· Terms of evolution: first
2. Vascular:
· Have tube to transport materials (similar to our veins)
· Plants.

· Can live away from water.

· Phloem: sugar
· Xylem: move water
· 2 major categories: Angiosperms & Gymnosperms

1. waxy cuticle – prevent water loss

	1. Gymnosperms:

· Naked Seeds.

· They are pine trees or evergreens.

· Produce seeds, they are the reproductive cells.

2. Angiosperms:
· Flowering plants with coated seeds.

· Male part is called the stamen it is composed of the ad .The produces the pollen or male reproductive cell.

· Female part is called the pistil, it is composed of the stigma, style, & ovary, the stigma is sticky and captures the pollen.  The style is the tube that leads to the ovary which holds the ovules or eggs.
